ELIGIBILITY: To be eligible, a candidate shall be a graduating Fort Mill High School, Nation
Ford High School, or Catawba Ridge High School student who meets the following requirements:

e Must be a graduating senior in good academic standing and either a currently active or
former Teacher Cadet;

e Must have been accepted at a four-year accredited college or university in South Carolina
with the intention of majoring in education and pursuing a career as a certified teacher in
one of South Carolina’s public schools;

e Must be a person of good character and high integrity who exhibits self-discipline and
a commitment to lifelong teaching and learning;

e Must complete the application and the essay questions.

SELECTION PROCESS: A committee composed of School Teacher Cadet leader, along with
one or two additional members of FMSD faculty or administration.

AMOUNT: Scholarships in the amount of $500 will be awarded to selected Teacher Cadets at
Fort Mill High School, Catawba Ridge High School, and Nation Ford High School.

APPLICATION: Applications are available in the Guidance Office and from Teacher Cadet
leaders. Applications DUE to the Guidance Office by March 01, 2023.

DISBURSEMENT: The scholarship checks will be made payable and sent directly to the

university or college upon receipt of the Student Scholarship Acceptance Form (provided at award
notification). Recipients will be announced at the Academic Awards ceremonies in May.
